Cancer Research Wales

Cancer Research Wales was established in 1966 as the South Wales Cancer Research Council. This name was changed to Cancer Research Wales in 1990 in order to support requests for funding of research projects across Wales.
The charity’s objectives are to support cancer research and research facilities in partnership with the clinical services based at hospitals and other cancer centres in Wales and Universities based in Wales. 
Through these avenues and by means of several grant schemes, Cancer Research Wales seeks to lessen the burden of cancer on the people of Wales, through research that is innovative, timely, sustainable and relevant to the challenges as they present in Wales and further afield.  
Cancer Research Wales is very keen to support young research students and clinicians wishing to follow a career in cancer research by making grants available for them to pursue a higher degree, normally a PhD.

Expression of Interest

This Expression of Interest form will be used to assess the merits of the proposed research grant and its fit with the strategic priorities of the Cancer Research Wales Brain Tumour Research Initiative (BATRI).
At the expression of interest stage all applications will be assessed by the Scientific Committee for their suitability for full grant submission and will be evaluated using criteria set out in the Cancer Research Wales Research Strategy and Submission Guidelines. Copies of these can be found on the CRW website or by contacting the Head of Research.
It must be noted that Cancer Research Wales does not currently support grant applications that involve the use of animals.
We strongly advise all applicants to carefully review these two documents before submitting an application. Any applications that do not align with the research strategy or fail to comply with submission guidelines will not be considered.









Application Requirements


· Applications to Cancer Research Wales for research funding must adhere to the format set out in Sections 1 and 2.

· Applications should be submitted as an email attachment and sent to grants@cancerresearchwales.org.uk 

· All applications must be returned by Monday 29th June 2026. All sections must be completed and late submissions will not be accepted.


Notification of Expression of Interest decisions will be made no later than 17th July 2026. 
Successful applicants will be invited to submit a full research proposal by 28th September 2026. 
Final grant awards will be made following a Board of Trustees Meeting in January 2027.


While every effort will be made to adhere to this schedule, Cancer Research Wales reserves the right to be flexible with regard to exact dates. 
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Brain Tumour Research Initiative


The Cancer Research Wales Brain Tumour Research Initiative (BATRI) has been set up to build a critical mass of research into brain and other central nervous system (CNS) tumours in Wales. 
Unlike many other cancer types, brain tumours have shown little improvement in outcomes in recent decades, yet research has typically been underfunded. There is a real and unmet need for more research so that significant progress can be made in treating and caring for brain and CNS tumour patients.
The BATRI will fund brain tumour research across 5 broad themes, which aim to capture the breadth of research opportunities in this field. The below graphic displays the themes, as well examples of possible areas of research within them (N.B. these are not exhaustive).
